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QUICK HTML AND CSS REFERENCE 
This is a very quick introduction to HTML and CSS for people who need to add and edit simple content. More 

information is provided at the end of the document. 

INTRODUCTION 

HTML stands for Hypertext Markup Language, and it is the programming language that all web pages are

TAGS 

HTML is comprised of tags which are the basic building blocks of the language. These tags are read by the web 

browser (such as Internet Explorer or Mozilla Firefox) and transformed into a readable web page. The tags tell 

the browser how to display the document, and contain the text and images that make up the document. Tags 

are sometimes called elements, and for our purposes, these two names are identical. 

Tags start with the less-than sign (<) and end with the greater-than sign (>). For example, <div>  is a tag. Every 

tag that is opened must be closed. Tags are closed by placing a forward slash just after the opening less-than 

sign. For example, </div>  is a closing tag. Opening and closing tags go together to form a tag pair. For 

example, <div></div>  is a pair. Tag names (div  in this case) are always in lowercase. The contents of the 

tag go between the opening and closing pair. 

Some tags can contain other tags. When this is the case, it will be pointed out to you. These tags are called 

block tags. All other tags are called inline tags. 

ATTRIBUTES 

Tags may also have attributes, which are commands that in some way change the meaning or display of a tag. 

Attributes are declared inside the opening tag of a pair. For example, in the pair ˱ÄÉÖ ÉÄˮƨÏÎÅƨ˲˱ƳÄÉÖ˲, 

ÉÄˮƨÏÎÅƨ is an attribute. In this case, id  is the attribute name and one is its value. Values must always be 

enclosed in quotes. 

Each tag has its own set of valid attributes, but there are also some attributes that can be used on all tags. The 

id  attribute used here is one example of such a global attributeΦ ¸ƻǳΩƭƭ ƴŜed to remember the id  attribute

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SOME HTML ELEMENTS 

HYPERLINKS 

Hyperlinks (or simply links) are one of the main features of HTML. They allow authors to link separate web 

pages together using text which leads from one page to another when it is clicked on.

BOLD AND ITALIC TEXT

browsers actually delete extra spaces before they lay out your page. 

The <p> tag is used to denote a paragraph. You place your paragraph text in between the opening and closing 

tags as usual. Multiple paragraph tags following each other get some space added between them 

automatically.

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Paragraph tags can contain other tags, such as the bold and italic ones above. Therefore, the paragraph tag is a 

block tag. 

DIVISIONS 

It is good practice to divide your page into logical sections called divisions. This can be done using the <div>  

tag. Division tags can contain other tags. 

Try some more paragraphs, and then split them into two or three divisions using the division tag.

HEADINGS 

All documents have some sort of heading. While you can botch a heading using bold tags and larger font sizes,

LISTS 

LǘΩǎ ŀƭǿŀȅǎ ƎƻƻŘ ǘƻ have some lists (they take up a lot of space for one) in your document, and HTML gives you 

a nice and easy way to have a good list. 

There are two kinds of lists: ordered and unordered. Ordered lists are numbered, while unordered ones are 

just bulleted. 

Ordered lists are enclosed in <ol>  tags, while unordered ones use <ul>  tags. Each item of a list needs to be 

enclosed in a <li>  tag. List items can contain other tags. 

This is a more complicated example, so try it out, and then look below for the answer and compare it to your 

own attempt.

<li>  tags are used for items in both types of lists.

HORIZONTAL LINES 

Horizontal lines help to break up long pieces of text in logical places. You can place a nice horizontal line in 

your document by using the <hr />  tag. Notice that just like the line break tag, the horizontal line tag opens 

and closes itself in one tag. Wow!

COMMENTS

traditional programming language than HTML. 

CSS uses blocks of code as its basis. Each block corresponds to a particular tag or set of tags in HTML. Inside 

the blocks are rules, each of which change a single thing about the tag(s). 

You can define CSS in three places: in an external file that you include into your HTML document, inside a 

special tag near the top of your HTML document, or as an attribute on a particular HTML tag. For this exercise,

However, if you are defining a lot of styles then it makes sense to use an external file or collect all the styles 

together at the top of your document. This makes styles much easier to manage. 

A typical rule looks like this: font - size: 12px; . In this example, font - size  is the name, and 12px is the 

value. The two together form a rule.

We have a division tag that contains some text. It also has an attribute called style . The style  attribute can 

be used on any tag. The contents of the attribute are the style rules. You can have more than one style rule as 

follows:

Rules are separated using semicolons. Most rule names are self-explanatory. 

FONT 

Fonts are defined using the font - family  rule, which is a comma-separated list of font names. If the first font

so on until it reaches the end of the list. If none of the fonts exist, then the browser uses the default one, 

which is normally Times New Roman. 
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For example:

Notice that font names with spaces in them need to be enclosed in quotes. 

FONT SIZE 

You can specify the exact size of your text using the font - size  rule. This rule accepts sizes in many different

For example: 

font - size: 22px;  

You can also use keywords such as larger  or smaller  which are relative to other font sizes on the page. 

TEXT COLOUR 

Colour is an important way of distinguishing pieces of text. You can change the colour of text using the color 

rule (note the American spelling). 

For example: 

color: red;  

You can use some pre-defined colour names or, for the more advanced amongst you, six hexadecimal numbers 

starting with the hash character (#). For example, red is: 

color: #ff0000;  

The first two numbers are for red, the next two for green and the final two for blue. 00 is the darkest and ff  is 

the lightest. This method gives you more creativity with colours, but for now, the predefined colours are 

enough.
